Thank you for applying to be an instructor for a University of Arizona Nutrition Network Before or After School Program.  As a Nutrition Network teacher at your school, we value your nutrition education efforts in the classroom, and we look forward to working with you to help you provide nutrition and nutrition-integrated physical activity before or after school. Please read through this agreement form and sign below if you accept the opportunity to work as a before/after school nutrition education instructor.

Expectations of the After School Instructor:
· Each before and after school instructor will receive $20.00 per hour of instruction.  You can teach a maximum of three days a week, for one hour each day (potential to receive up to: $240.00 a month). 
· Your payment is based on submission of completed monthly time logs.  After all documents (teacher time logs and attendance sheets) have been submitted for a given month, SNAP-Ed accounting will send the payment request to UA accounts payable. Once received, payment requests go to the SNAP-Ed accounting office for review and processing. University processing of payments, at a minimum, take 7-10 business days.
· Student attendance will be taken daily. To stay actively contracted with UANN, your program is required to have, on average, 15 participating students and your program must be open to ALL students throughout the year/semester.
· In order to receive your payment, Teacher Time Logs and Attendance Sheets must be received by the 8th of the following month. These can be faxed to 520-626-9373, hand delivered to the UA Nutrition Network Office (Shantz Bldg., #118), or mailed to:

· If time logs are received after the deadline, they can be added to the following month’s hours. 
· The before and after school instructors are responsible for maintaining a quality program that meets the guidelines and expectations of the UANN program.
· Instructors will model the teaching of developmentally appropriate physical activities and proper safety practices throughout their program..
· Instructors will maintain any certifications, training, and dress code as required by the school district. 
· Prior to ending a program, a two week notice must be given to the UANN and the instructor is responsible for finding a replacement instructor to run the program at their school.



Guidelines and Expectations for All Programs:
· A teacher must commit to 3 days per week for 1 hour each day for a year (Oct. 2011 –May 2012) or semester. 
· Each program (i.e. class or club) should contain at least 60 minutes of nutrition education, and within that 60 minutes may contain up to 30 minutes of nutrition integrated physical activity.
· UANN age appropriate chosen curriculum (CATCH K-5, CATCH 6-8 or Sports Nutrition (HS)), must be used for the first 30 minutes of each session.
· Nutrition lessons and messages should be integrated throughout the entire lesson, activity, and session, including all physical activities that take place.
· Nutrition information taught should be consistent with ChooseMyPlate.gov and 2010 Dietary Guidelines for Americans.
· There will be a mandatory training in the fall and a follow up if needed in the spring for all instructors.
· Frequent visits will be made by the UANN Coordinator and other UANN Staff to document successes and provide technical assistance as needed.
· To ensure successful programs:
· Additional assistance with the program will be given in order to meet the guidelines and expectations.
· If the program does not meet guidelines and expectations, then a warning will be given that the program will be halted unless the guidelines are met. UANN will also provide additional assistance to help meet the guidelines.
· If the program continues to not meet the guidelines, the program will be terminated.
